Article I.     Name 

The name of this organization shall be Orthopedics Club.

Article II.     Objectives and Purpose

The objectives and purpose of this organization shall be:

1. To promote educational and professional advancement of its members through workshops, lectures and conferences

2. To expose and education students about the fields of Orthopedics and Sports Medicine. 
3. To emphasize the importance of the physical exam and how knowledge of the physical form’s function and physiology is integral to patient care.
